Plugging in your clock for the first time
Plug the DC 8V ADAPTER (included) into a power outlet. 

�The first time you connect your new clock to the AC outlet, the internal 
computer will automatically set the correct time and date for the Eastern  
Time Zone, which is the initial default setting. The display will scan for a few 
seconds and then show the correct Time and Date in the Eastern Zone. 

�If you need to change to a different time zone, you only need to do this once 
and the clock will remember the new default zone setting and will always 
return to that setting after a power interruption.

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Deactivating the alarm
